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In May 1968, the largest general strikes ever seen halted the labor of two-thirds of France̓s 
workforce. Set on the heels of that upheaval, Robert, an academic and far-left activist, takes a job 
as a car factory line worker, aiming to infiltrate the factory and rekindle the revolutionary fire.
